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The orchard continues to grow and thrive. The young trees were prevented
from fruiting this year, but we saw a good crop of pears on an older tree,
and the damsons and currants were prolific.

During the last couple of sessions we have
focused on creating a weed free area around

the base of the espaliers and mulching it with
cardboard and bark.
